DX By K1INO

Just a few lines as to what is
going on the bands these days as
far as DX is concerned. I cuess 1its
common knowledge that we've gone
through the bottom of the sunspot
cycle and the number of the sun-
spats are increasing regularly
month by month. As the spots in-
crease the conditions fcr propaga-
tion of DX get better and better
on all bands especially the 15 and
2Q meter bands. Owver the last 3
or 4 yvears 20 meters has been good,
15 meters has been fair, and 10 me-
ters poor with DX almost non-exis-
tent. But in the last six months
conditions have steadily improved
to a point where 20 meters is now

_open_ to almost any part of the

world at cune time of the day or
another. 15 meters is not quite as
good, but does open practically
every day into western Europe, ocC-
casionally as far as Russia; just
about all of Africa and South Ameri-
ca and .very little out of the Paci-
fie area and Asia even though Japan
and a couple of other Asian stations
ware heard last fall, 10 meters re-
mains the worst band with only a few
countries, opening.

I'm not very familiar with the
other bands but I'll repeort what
I've been hearing. Some of the fel-
lows on the 6 meters have done quite
well during the winter months work-
ing down intco Texas and through out
the midwest; alsc through the
Sputhern states and into some of
the Carribean Islands. 20 meter DX
is a little better than 6 with some
of the fellows working into Europe,
South America and even into VK-land
during the late evening hours, T
understand 40 meter DX is alsoc fair-
1y good but mostly cw on this band
due to the BC stations.
