Spectrum Analyzers are used to check the cutput of radipe
tranemitters and other devices.Below are scme pictures
made by & Hewlett Packard Analyzer they are broadband
measurments uging a scanuer antenna,The analyzer can
measure one frequency or many depending on the setting.
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This is a wide measurment of the whole VHF-HI radio band
the center is fixed on 147.0 the marker “X™ is on 1&45.50
which is measuring the WBIDBX repeater,also note the IM
Amateur band 12 very quiet compaired to the aircraft band
to the left and the police and marine band to the right.
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Looking at the F¥ Rroadca=t Band the marker "X" is on
98.1 Mhz WMYS5 to the left is WIFD and to the right is

WROBR.The smaller spikes 'etwean the transmitting stations
iz the harmonic radiation emittipg frem the powerful
transmitters.



COMMENTS QN EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS WITH FHONE PATCHS

The FCC regulations DO NOT PROHIBIT caliing for assistance.

T included the following excerpt from the REGS in my
communicatione plan for a recent bicycle century,
specifically because several volunteers wanted to knaow 1f
what we were doing was legal.

Here goes:

In case you have questions: FCC regulations specifically
encourage this type of public service work. This i1s a public
event cosponsored by the Clty of Palo Alto Recreatian
Department; we are here to asgist the public.

Here are the pertinent sections of the FCC regulations:

97.1 Basis and Purpose ,

The rules and regulations in this part are deaigned to
provide an amateur radio service having a fundamental purpose
as expressed in the following principles:

a) Recognition and enhancement of the value of the
amateur service to the public as a voluntary noncommarcial
communications service, particularly with raspect to
providing emargency communications.

by ... &) nternational good will, trained techs, etc

97.114 Third Party Traffic

The transmission or delivery of the following amateur
radiocommunication is prohibited.

A) === International third party stuff ---

B) Thirﬂ—garty traffic involving material compensation
either tangible or intangikle, direct or indirect, to a thira
p%rt , & station licenhsee, a cantrol operator or any other
BLa an;

¢) EXCEPT FOR AN EMERGENCY COMMUNICATION as defined in
this part, third-party traffic consisting of businesa .
communications on behalf of any party. For the purpose of
this saction, BUSINESS COMMUNICATION SHALL MFAN ANRY
TRANSMISSTON OR COMMUNICATION THE FURPGSE OF WHICH IS TO
SACILITATE THE REGULAR BUSINESS OR COMMERCIAL AFFAIRS OF ANY
ARTY.

The following I am adding for the USENET posting:

Further, in the discussion of RACES operations, the following
types of communications are specifically listed:
a} Communicatiens concerning impending or actual conditions
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jegpardizing the public safety [EXAMPLE: STRANDED MOTORIST
ON EDSE OF HIGHWAY WITE 65 MPH PROJECTILES

, or affecting the national defense or sacurity during pericds of
local, regional or pational c¢ivil emergencies: 1., Communications
directly concerning the immediate safety of life of individuale,
the immediate protection of property, maintenance of law and
ardar, alleviation of human suffering and need, and the combating
of armed attack or sabotage;

Thase rules ars amazingly straight forward and understandable.
Rather than bickering amongst ourselves - READ THEM!

Contrary to the Boston FCC offlce, the San Francisco office, in
regards to a similar question, made it c¢lear that they have much
better things teo worry about than whether or not a particular
phone patch was legal or fuzzy.,

Now, for those of you who think that wvolunteering for a public
service event may ke illegal - ¢r palntless - here is the summary
of the bilke ride that I I produced for the lecal emergency
coordinator:

ARES/Southern Peninsula Emergency <Communications System provided
compmunications support for the 14th annual Sequeia Century
Bicycle Tour, sponsored by the Western Wheelers Bilcycle Club and
the city of Palo Alto Recreation Dept. 2,530 bicyclists rode
routes of 25, 63, 100 or 125 mliles n length. Radic operators
wera provided for the 2 lunch stops, 13 sag wagoens, 3 shadows,
and the Gunn High School base of operations. Over 300 messages
ware logged: I estimate 200 more were not logged. During the
ride ARES provided assjstance at 7 major injury accidents
requiring paramedic or hellcopter air ambulance support, 1 major
injury mntarcicla accident not invnlving the ride, and } accident
involving vehicle damage. 2 other bilcycliists were sericusly
injured but were transported from the route before any sags
passed the acclident scene. Numerous bkicyclists suffering from
bicycle breakdowns, fatigue, or minor injuries were assisted by
the radio dispatched sag wagons,

Over all, the ham erators acted in a professional, team
oriented manmer providing commuanications on over 200 =mlles of
roadways, in an extremely mountaincus and canyon pocked terrain.

T™wo of the bicyclists NEARLY DIED {(one was in a COMA FOR 3
DAYS). As far as we are concerned in the South Bay, in A THREAT
TO LIFE OR PROPERTY anything goes AND THE REGS MAKE THAT FRETTY
CLEAR. i

Rendering assistance may alsc save lives or bodily inj : Only a
few weeks ago, a woman and her daughter were EILLED en thelr
stalled vehlcle ALL THE WAY OFF THE ROAD AND WELL OK TO THE
SHOULDER waa rear ended h{ a drunk driver in broad daylight. A
sesmingly non-emergency situation may indeed be a gravae

emergency.

Post Bcript:

Also, for those who think ham radio not usefyl for local
emargencies - I differ: the linked ham radie repsater system used
for the bicycling event is THE ONLY system in existence that
covered the extremely mountainous terrain thils route covered in
tha SF PBay Area. In this same area, ARES has praovided coverage
for government agencies during forest fires and floods. This
system was not slmple (multiple repeaters; 146, 220 and 440 MHzZ)
- would your average CB radio cperator or ceilular radlec user
have known which of the 6 fregquencies to uszse to galn accesa to
tha system? And what 1f an accident occurred in a dead spot?
Would this person knoew how to f£ind a repeater that might work
hera and ask for help? ' '

As for cellular, somewhere I read that roughly 2 out of 3
accidente or stalled motoriasts’ called in wia cellular radio
involved the OWNER OF THE CELILULAR RADIO|
