The FCC released on May 14, 1993 their 
Report and Order in PR Docket 92-154 
(adopted May 3, 1993), "Amendment of 
the Amateur Service Rules to include 
Novice Class Examinations in the Volun­
teer-Examiner Coordinator Examination 
System."

- Three (3) General (or higher) class 
licensed volunteer examiners will be 
able to administer Novice and Tech­
nician license examinations (Elements 
1 A, 2, and 3A) once they are ac­
credited by a VEC.

Packet Radio can be used to send a message via the NTS 
(National Traffic system). Entering a message for the 
NTS is basically the same as entering a private message, 
with a few little twists. 

Before sending an NTS message via packet, you must first 
prepare the message just as you would any NTS message. 
Follow the standard ARRL Radiogram Format. Information 
from the standard NTS message (as well as the message) 
is needed. 

To enter the traffic into a packet message and start it 
on it's way, you send it to the zip code and state. For 
example, to send a message to 02740 in Massachusetts, 
you would simply enter: 

ST 02740 @ NTSMA 

Make sure you use "NTS" followed by the proper state 
abbreviation. 

The system will then ask for a "subject" line. On this 
line, you enter the city, state abbreviation, Area code, 
a "slant bar" (/) and the Exchange. For example, if the 
addressee is in New Bedford, Mass., the subject line 
could be: 

New Bedford MA 508/991 

You next enter the NTS message just as you prepared it, 
including the preamble. Instead of an "X" for sentence 
breaks, you can just press "enter" on the keyboard. End 
the message with "/EX" alone on a line. 

An NTS message will "automagically" be forwarded to a 
Packet BBS that services the given state, where another 
HAM who's handling the given zip code will forward the 
message from there.
