HEADQUARTERS PLANNED 

Get ready to visit ARRL Head­
_quarters in Newington, Con­

necticut! A field trip to ARRL 
Headquarters is planned for Sat­
urday, May 9, 1998. Proceeds 
from the field trip will benefit the 
club's Scholarship Fund. 

The trip will in­
clude a tour of ARRL 
Headquarters, the Ra­
dio Museum, and am­
ateur radio station 
W1A W. Visiting am­
ateurs with either the 
original or copy of 
their license are al­
lowed to transmit 
from one ofW1AW's nine operat­
ing positions. There are six HF 
and three VHF positions avail­
able. During the ride to Newing­
ton a list and time schedule for 
those wishing to operate from 
W1AW will be made. Get ready 
for the pile-ups when you put 
WIAW on the air! 

The field trip will depart the 
club at 9:00am SHARP. (Plan to 
be at the club no later than 8:45 
am.) The motor coach wil). arrive 
at ARRL Headquarters, 225 Main 
Street, Newington, Connecticut 
about noon. The afternoon will be 
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spent touring ARRL Headquarters, 
the Radio Museum, and WlAW. 
f.WlAW opens at 1:00pm) At 4:00 
pm the motor coach will depart for 
the ride back to the club. We should 
arrive back in Dartmouth about 7:00 
pm. The motor coach will stop for 
lunch on the way to Newington, and 
for dinner on the return. You must 
pay for your own meals, or you may 
brown-bag it.

SEMARA's ZERO BEAT 

THE END OF THE LINE 
FOR MORSE CODE 

T he United Kingdom has stopped 
monitoring Morse Code on mar­

itime channels. In doing so it joined 
the ranks of several other countries 
that have already discontinued such 
monitoring - including Germany, 
France, and the United States. 

Morse Code fell victim to tech­
nology. With the advent of two-way 
radios, satellite communication sys­
tems, and global positioning sys­
tems, Morse Code proved to be inad­
equate as a fast method oftransmit­
ting distress calls and maritime 
alerts. 

Probably the most famous mes­
sage ever transmitted by Morse 
Code was that of the sinking Titanic 
on her way to a watery grave.

MAXIM MEMORIAL AWARD 

T he ARRL is soliciting nomina­
tions for the Maxim Memorial 

Award. This award is given annu­
ally to a licensed radio amateur un­
der the age of 21 whose accomplish­
ments and contributions are of the 
most exemplary nature within the 
framework of Amateur Radio activi­
ties. 

Examples of qualifying activi­
ties include, but are limited to, the 
following: 

1. Participation or leadership in 
organizational affairs at the local or 
national level. 

2. Technical achievement. 

3. Operating record. 

4. Recruitment and training of 
new amateurs. 

5. Public relations activities. 

The Maxim Memorial Award 
consists of a $1,000 cash prize, an 
engraved plaque, and travel and ac­
commodation expenses to attend an 
ARRL convention and receive the 
award. The award is intended to 
provide tangible recognition to those 
deserving young amateurs who con­
tribute their time, skills, and energies 
to promote amateur radio. 

In keeping with the tradition of 
the award when it was first estab­
lished in 1936, formal nominations 
are made by ARRL Section Man­
agers. Contact your section man­
ager if you wish to nominate a de­
serving young individual. Support­
ing information and documentation 
such as club endorsements should 
also be provided. Nominations must 
be received by March 31, 1998. 
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TECHNICAL TIPS 
Heat-shrink tubing has a hundred 
uses in the radio workshop. Thin 
walled tubing can even be shrunk 
with an old hairdryer. Some of the 
nifty things heat -shrink tubing can 
be used for include: 

1. Insulating the shaft on small 
screwdrivers so they don't short out 
circuits when adjusting controls. 

2. Holding ferrite cores in place 
when used as a choke on cables. 

3. Insulating RCA (phono) connec­
tors and securing the cable at the 
same time! 

4. Making a nut starter (holder). 
Put the nut on a screw and shrink 
the tubing down. Cut the tubing 
behind the nut (side towards screw 
head) with a razor blade and voila! 
- you have a nut holder/starter. Dis­
card tubing left on screw.
