Later that
evening Bill Field, WA1FYF, dropped by to offer sage advice on the finer points
of direction finding technique as utilized by him during World War II.
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TECHNICAL TIPS

Anyone that has disconnected a car
battery when working on the engine
(or whatever) knows the frustration
of resetting the clock, and repro-
gramming the radio and keyless door
locks. Furthermore, if you have an
anti-theft radio you also have to enter
the “secret code”. However, all this
grief can be avoided with a simple
little gadget you can make in a few
minutes. Just wire a 9 volt battery
clip to a cigarette lighter plug, con-
necting the +9v to the tip of the plug
via a 1 ampere, 50 volt or higher
diode. Be sure to connect the cath-
ode of the diode to the tip of the
lighter plug. To use, snap a fresh 9v
battery into the clip and plug the unit
into the cigarette lighter socket. Be
sure no curtesy lights or such are on!
Now you can disconnect or remove
the car battery without having to

reprogram everything later.
