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TECHNICAL TIPS

When working with coaxial cable
phasing harnesses, the velocity factor
of the cable is multiplied times the
free space length of a quarter wave-
length to determine the final physical
length of cable required. This
method works well for the lower
ham bands, but for serious VHF and
UHF use, a more exact method is
required. One method is to calculate
the length of a quarter wavelength of
coaxial cable using the velocity fac-
tor. Cut a piece of cable a bit longer
than calculated. Short one end out
(center conductor to shield) with a
piece of copper braid or copper sheet
stock. Check the resonant frequency
of the cable with a grid dip meter
coupled to the shorted end. Read the
frequency with a frequency counter.
Carefully cut small sections off the
open end of the cable until the de-
sired frequency is reached. Put on
connectors and the matching section
is complete. Works every time!
