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TECHNICAL TIPS

Homebrew equipment can be
neatly painted with automo-
tive spray paints. A medium gray
metallic color is a good choice.
Be sure to clean the surface with
a solvent prior to applying the
paint. Several thin coats are bet-
ter than one thick application.

. Press-on decals (Datak) can
be used to mark the controls and
meters on the panel. Even Dymo
marking tape can be used. A real
quick and easy method of mark-
ing - use permanent black ink

marking pens with an ultra-fine

tip. Even computer generated
labels attached with contact ce-
ment are used by some builders.

After a few days of “ageing”
panels should be coated with car
wax or “Ammor All” protectant
for long-term protection.
