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TECHNICAL TIPS

1) Cables of all types can be
marked with heat shrink tubing.
Use white tubing, and mark the
cable identification on it with
black permanent ink (laundry
marker) before you shrink it.
For extra security, or on outside
cables, cover the identification
with clear heat shrink tubing.

When assembling antennas, be
sure to coat all joints with an
anti-seize, anti-corrosion com-
pound. It not only makes ad-
Justing (tuning) the antenna eas-
ier; it also inhibits corrosion by
keeping water out.

Do not use RG-8 cable outside.
Ultraviolet light (sunlight) will
cause the plasticizers in the
black jacket to migrate into the
polyethylene and degrade the
cable. Always use a cable with
the “U” designator for outside
cable work. The “U” signifies
the cable is ultraviolet resistant.
