FOXHUNT PLANNING SESSION HELD 

S everal foxhunters met at the clubhouse on June 13th and con­
ducted a planning session on foxhunting.

KlKID, demonstrated a simplex repeater. An advantage ofthe sim­
plex repeater is that it will transmit a signal immediately following 
any signal on the frequency it is setup on. Another advantage is the 
unattended deployment of the unit as no on-site operator is required. 

Carl plans a test run of the unit on the next hunt 
when he and Dick Simpkin, W Al CRA, will be 
the fox. 
If the simplex repeater proves to be a hit with 
the hunters, the club could possibly buy one 
and set it up with a transceiver for future use on 
all club foxhunts. This would also permit true 
foxhunts where the "fox" is secreted in the 
woods or similar locations. Although we cur­
rently call them "foxhunts," in reality we are 
presently conducting "mobile hunts" where we 
hunt down the hidden vehicle the fox is trans­
mitting from. Do I sense that change is in the 
air and true foxhunts are just around the comer?
