POINT TO PONDER 
“When those who fish can’t go to sea, they mend nets.” 

—Book of Runes (adapted) 

H ams pride themselves on knowing how to use a radio for making con-
tacts. But do they think about who their transmissions reach? 

For example, when they are net control do they use their callsign often 
enough? When you hear, “Anyone else wishing to join the net, please call 
net control now,” does everyone know who the net control station is? Have-
n’t you heard nets go on and on without the net control station identifying 
by callsign? Use your full callsign often when you are net control. 

Do they acknowledge stations that check in? If more than one station 
checks, they all need to be acknowledged before talking to each one in turn. 
If they are not acknowledged, some of those operators may give up and 
move on. Acknowledge all check-ins before talking to each of them in turn. 

Have you heard less experienced net control operators who lose track of 
the stations who check in, who allow stations to talk among themselves in-
stead of getting net control’s permission, who do not enforce the use of 
complete callsigns, who all operators who don’t know how to operate their 
gear to tie up the net frequency instead of sending them off frequency, and 
so on? If you are net control, then control the net. 

When the net control station does not take control when faced with too 
many check-ins, they can easily become overwhelmed and easily miss sta-
tions that are checking-in. There are many ways to make the flow of stations 
checking in easier to manage than just letting it happen and avoid the need 
for repeat calls, and the like. Did someone say “practice drills?” 

Just like table manners, these techniques don’t necessarily come natu-
rally—they have to be taught, or observed, for them to become “natural.” 

Use some of the SEMARA nets to practice these skills and become 
smooth net control station  operators. 

“It seems to me … that we need to think about how we do things.”
